FOOD CRISIS AND SOLIDARITY AMONG THE POOR  

Nobody can deny that the theme of the mo-

ment is the food crisis. The analyses 

abound, as rife with accusations and 

brought to the same charge. All predict that 

the future will remain uncertain for the 

world's poor.  

 

According to Notimex, Mexican news agen-

cy, the crisis has its roots in: "Trade policies 

and subsidies that rich countries give their 

farmers. In addition, they point, the in-

fluence of agricultural production pattern, 

climate change and biofuel production, glo-

bal grain trade controlling by large compa-

nies, the financial crisis and stock market 

volatility. The problem of raw materials 

strong speculation has reached cereals tra-

de now. "In Ziegler statements, (Special 

Reporter of the United Nations, for the 

Right to Food) he excused those countries 

which choose export agriculture: "They do 

not do this out of cynicism, but because 

they need foreign currency to pay its debts 

and follow IMFôs aberrant dicta-

tes" (International Monetary Fund).ò

 òMassive crops conversion into biofuels has led 

to prices escalation of those essential commodi-

ties needed for people survival."  

 

In fact this phenomenon is not product of spon-

taneous generation; they are actions that have 

been building a dynamic in international trade 

relations, where the largest eats the small. Put 

in another way: the largest destroys the 

chances of small, so small depends on 

large.  

 

 We are not talking of poor countries but impov-

erished countries. Governments from South 

shake off their responsibility, arguing that this is 

an "imported crisis ", but they have not tremble 

pulse to sign free trade agreements, that allows 

large gain at the expense of small.  

The governments have broken the national agri-

cultural systems for the sake of 

"modernization"; forcing our countries to depend 

(on staple foods) of import.  
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T 
he most unprotected (but preferred to 

God) without mercy? Undoubtedly, we 

must return to eighth century BC pro-

phetic tradition, We must denounce 

governments complicity that have legislated, 

following intentional financial institutions dic-

tates, protecting internal and external rich mi-

norities, to the world's poor detriment.  

 

We must denounce death merchants, who han-

dled the international market. A market that is 

professed free, but in reality is surrounded by 

robbery and obsession of accumulation at the 

expense of nature and life on the planet.  

We also must apply international solidarity to 

meet the hunger of the poor and following Ma-

cedonian Church example, as expressed in 

Paulôs Second Letter to the Corinthians. 

 

 

 

We do not know with certainty poverty causes 

in Paulôs times, but there are assumptions that 

explain poor people presence and proliferation 

in Jerusalem. First, there are indications that 

"persecution" and displacement forced many 

Christians to leave their survival means and to 

suffer the consequences of this, while, Corinth 

was a prosperous city and lived in opulence.  

Secondly, remember that Palestine was domi-

nated by the Roman Empire at Paulôs times, 

and empires, even though they might have 

been different, always have had a constant: 

They are like the vampires, who live off their 

victimsô blood. In fact, Rome, like any other 

empire had political and bureaucratic mecha-

nisms, which imposed economic burdens to 

dominated people.  

 

Thirdly, it is likely that the expectation of the 

imminent second coming of Christ announced 

by Paul, brought many Galileans to Jerusalem, 

leaving their sources of family income at home 

and being forced to rely on brothers and sisters 

charity in Jerusalem.  

 

Although the causes matter, we cannot just 

remain in seeking responsible, but it is impera-

tive to be organized and thus avoid the total 

collapse. We must promote the political, eco-

nomic and social transformation in order to 

make a change in rich and poor countries rela-

tions.  

 

On the other hand, they have not hesitated to 

follow International Monetary Fund and World 

Bankôs dictates, whose policies are not only 

wrong but also wrong and inhuman.

e must come back to what Paul 

said the Church of Macedonia: 

ñNow I want you to know, 

dear brothers and sisters, 

what God in his kindness has done 

through the churches in Macedonia. They 

are being tested by many troubles, and 

they are very poor. But they are also 

filled with abundant joy, which has over-

flowed in rich generosity.ò 2 Corinthians 

8:1 -2 

 

Paul says these brothers gave far more they 

could afford, no because they had everything, 

but because they gave from their poverty. He 

also points, that they were spontaneous, from 

its sole initiative asked to participate of this 

solidarity gesture.  

 

 

We have been witnesses for a long time that it is 

not rich people who share but the poor. Latin 

America has a rich experience of people from the 

North being sensible to human pain and showing 

deep Godôs love, who have stripped of what little 

they have and have shared from their own pov-

erty. We also have seen solidarity among the poor 

from the south.  

Paul also says: ñRight now you have plenty 

and can help those who are in need. Later, 

they will have plenty and can share with you 

when you need it. In this way, things will be 

equal. As the Scriptures say,ò Those who 

gathered a lot had nothing left over, and 

those who gathered only a little had 

enough.ò 2 Corinthians 8:14 -15  

 

We cannot fail to point out IMF, WB and transna-

tional responsibility who have monopolized 

the market. It is also important to note Latin 

American governmentsô complicity, which 

have responded to agenciesô demands rather 

than reaching their peoplesô needs. In addi-

tion we need to expose local oligarchies that 

have had their interests protected by govern-

ments, leaving the poor completely unpro-

tected.  

In this context, we must practice solidarity 

and sharing of resources, this will enable us 

to survive and to address this situation that 

will hit the poorest of the poor. Sharing and 

solidarity are inherent to faith communities in 

the world. We are called to be consistent for 

survival and to remain Kingdom of Godôs signs 

in this world.

n Monday, March 24, 2008, were met 28 

years for Archbishop Oscar Romero as-

sassination. On that day, we met at 

ñDivine Providenceò Hospital to remem-

ber along with thousands of others very early in the 

morning. It was at this chapel, when he called to 

share the Eucharistic bread, that a sniper killed him.  

It was a very moving experience. We heard the tes-

timonies shared for those who met him personally 

and we saw the place where his body fell. We also 

looked at the tanned faces furrowed wrinkling of 

elderly people who faithfully attended to commemo-

rate another anniversary of his death. All those who 

are called by his example were gripped with incredi-

ble emotions. We enjoyed to see that a large num-

ber of attendees are young, boys and girls, who had 

not yet born when Romero denounced military bar-

barity;

the sin represented by the big gap between 

those few who had everything and the most 

who had very little, as well as the danger of 

ideological fanaticism and hatred that could be 

appropriating hearts of those who were op-

posed to such shameful conditions in the 

country.

The police-

man attitude reaffirmed in our consciousness 

the great change we are witnesses now. The 

same police would have attacked those who 

expressed support for Monsignor twenty -eight 

years ago. Finally, it is the same conscience 

that demands us, Christian churches and non -

Christians to pray and to work, making of El 

Salvador a Kingdom of Godôs window.
